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SECTION – I   -  INSTRUCTION TO TENDERERS

1. (A) GENERAL:


On behalf of the Board of Trustees of the Tuticorin Port Trust, the Secretary, Tuticorin Port Trust invites tenders in sealed covers from reputed firms with proven ability for DEPLOYMENT OF PRIVATE SECURITY PERSONNEL IN TUTICORIN PORT TRUST FOR A PERIOD OF TWO YEARS.

(B) DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATIONS:

In the contract (as herein after defined) the following words and  expressions shall have the meaning hereby respectively assigned to them except where the context otherwise requires : -

a) “Board” :- The Board means the Board of Trustees of the Port of        Tuticorin, a body Corporate under the Major Port Trusts Act 38 of 1963    represented by the Chairman, and as amended from time to time also Employer herein after called “Board”

b) “Secretary means the The Secretary of the Tuticorin Port Trust and his successors.

c) “Contract” means the documents forming the tender and acceptance thereof and the format agreement executed between the Port Trust and contractor together with the documents referred to therein including the General conditions, special conditions of contract.

d) “Contractor” means the person or persons or firm or company whose tender has been accepted by the Board and the legal personnel          representatives or the successors of such firm or company and the      permitted    assigns of such persons or firm or company.

e) “Contract Price” means the sum named in the tender subject to such additions thereto or deductions there from as may be made under the provisions here in after contained.

f) “Site” means places which the “ Security Services “ to be provided .

g) “Schedules” referred to in these conditions shall means the relevant schedule (s) annexed to the tender papers issued by Employer.

h) “Approved” means approved in writing including subsequent written confirmation of previous verbal approval and “Approval” means approval in witting including as aforesaid.
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2.  SALE OF TENDER DOCUMENTS:


The complete set of tender documents including forms, conditions of contract, work nature, etc. will be issued on sale by the  Secretary, Tuticorin Port Trust, Tuticorin-628 004 from  12.02.2010 to  26 .02.2010 during working hours on submission of written application.

A letter from the Bank  shall also be sent along with the Bank Guarantee  to the Employer  within 15 days of place of work order or before the commencement of work whichever is earlier. 8.   SECURITY DEPOSIT

                 Security Deposit at 10% will be deducted from each running bill  after adjusting the amount already deposited by the contractor as EMD   subject to a maximum accumulation of 5% of the contract price.     The above sum will be refunded to the contractor,  on successful  completion of the work to the satisfaction of TPT.   The amount as stated  will not bear any interest. 

 9. CORRECTION/VARIATION:

All corrections and alterations in the entries of the tender documents shall be attested with full signature of the tenderer with date. No erasures or over-writings are permissible.

         ii)   The tenderers should not send  any revised or amended offers after the opening of the tender.  No such document will be entertained. The Board also do not accept offers with the price variation clause.

10. SIGNING OF TENDER:



The tender shall be signed only by the parties who are themselves in a position to undertake the work and possessing all other resources required for the purpose.  The tender shall contain the name, residence and place of business of the person or persons submitting the tender and shall be signed by the tenderer with his usual authorized representatives followed by the name and designation of the person signing the document along with a copy of the partnership deed.  Tender by a corporation shall be signed in the name of the corporation by a duly authorized representative, and a power of attorney in that behalf shall accompany the tender. 13. RIGHT OF THE BOARD TO ACCEPT OR REJECT THE TENDER :



The Board does not bind itself to accept the lowest tender and reserves the right to reject any or all tenders received without assigning any reason, whatsoever.  Tenders in which any of the particulars and prescribed information are inadequate or incomplete in any respect    and / or the prescribed conditions are not fulfilled are liable to be rejected.  Canvassing in any form by the tenderers will result in their tender being rejected.

14. TRANSFER OF TENDER DOCUMENTS:



Transfer of tender documents purchased by one intending tenderer to another is not permissible and the tender will be rejected.

15. OPENING AND ACCEPTANCE OF TENDER:



The sealed cover containing the No.1 cover of the tender will be opened at 15.30 hrs. on 02.03.2010 in the presence of those tenderers who may be present and the cover No.2 will be  opened only for those tenderers who are shortlisted and qualified.  The date and time of opening of the No.2 cover will be informed to the qualified tenderers.



Tenders submitted by tenderers shall remain valid for acceptance for a period of 120 days from the date of opening of the tenders.  The tenderer will not be allowed during the declared period of validity to revoke  or cancel his tender or to vary any term thereof, without the consent in writing of the Secretary.
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16.  AMBIGUITY:



Should there be any ambiguity or doubt as to the meaning of any of the tender clauses/conditions or, if any further information is required, the matter should immediately be referred to the Secretary, Tuticorin Port Trust in writing, whose interpretation shall be final and binding.

17. TENDERER'S COMMENTS :



Any comments which the tenderer desires to make shall not be placed in the annexed documents but shall take the form of a separate statement in the English language and giving reference to page, clause or item numbers and shall be submitted along with the tender in the cover No.1.


18. SIGNING THE CONTRACT:



The successful tenderer shall be required to execute an agreement in the proforma prescribed by the Tuticorin Port trust (draft enclosed in the document) on Tamil Nadu Government State stamp paper of the required value within 15 days from the date of issue of the notice of acceptance of the tender.  In the event of failure on the part of the successful tenderer to execute the agreement within the above stipulated period, or the period agreed by the Port, the Earnest Money or security deposit deposited by him will be forfeited and apart from that the Board being in such circumstances entitled to treat the successful tenderer as in breach of contract and proceed accordingly.

19. JURISDICTION:



The award of contract for the work “DEPLOYMENT OF PRIVATE SECURITY PERSONNEL IN TUTICORIN PORT TRUST FOR A PERIOD OF TWO YEARS" is subject to the jurisdiction of the Tuticorin (Tamil Nadu) will have jurisdiction regarding any matters  concerning the contract.
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20. DETERMINATION OF RESPONSIVENESS:

             The tender which does not satisfy the pre-qualification criteria as mentioned in page 7 of the tender document shall summarily be rejected and shall not be considered for further evaluation.  TPT will scrutinize tenders to determine whether the tender is substantially responsive to the requirement of the tender document.  For the purpose of this clause, substantially responsive tender is one which inter-alia  conforms to all terms and conditions of the entire document without any deviation or reservation. A tender which in relation to the estimated rates, is unrelating will be rejected as non-responsive. The conditional tenders will be treated as non-responsive and shall be summarily rejected. The decision of the TPT shall be final in this regard.

21. INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS TO FORM PART OF THE CONTRACT: 



All these instructions conditions, special conditions, if any, work specifications contained in the tender document and any correspondence related to this Contract shall form part of the agreement.

22. TRANSFER OF CONTRACT:



No sub contracting of any work or part of a work would be allowed. 

23. VERIFICATION OF  ANTECEDENTS OF SECURITY PERSONNEL


After the award of contract, the firm shall submit the details of names and residential address of the personnel to be engaged for the security duty at Tuticorin Port  along with Police Verification of the antecedents of the security personnel.     

24.  CONTRACT LABOUR ACT

                The contractor shall comply with all necessary rules and regulations of the Contract Labour (Regulation abolition) Act 1970 & 1971.

25.  TERMINATION OF CONTRACT  

       
If the performance of the contractor is not satisfactory, the contract will be terminated by giving one month notice.  


If the contractor is intended to foreclose the contract, he has to give 3 months notice prior to the discontinuance of the work.
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SECTION II- SCOPE OF WORK

              The required No. of personnel  is about 12 Nos. , which is likely to be increased / decreased, if necessary.
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SECTION III   -  OTHER TERMS & CONDITIONS

1.  RATE

         The rates are firm and final.  No increase in rate will be permitted on any account.  The tenderer shall quote the rate in Indian Rupees and in English in figures as well as in words.  In case of any discrepancy between figures and written words, the rates in words shall be taken as the quoted price. 

2.  TAX


           Income Tax Works Contract Tax / or any other statutory levies applicable from time to time will be deducted at source as per rules.  Service Tax will be paid extra on production of documentary evidence for remittance of the same to the Central Excise Department.  

3.  PERIOD

              Payment to the Contractor will be made every month after the satisfactory performance of the work assigned.    The contractor is requested to produce the bill in triplicate alongwith Advance Stamped Receipt to Secretary, Tuticorin Port Trust.   The mode of payment is  through e-payment  Hence the contractor shall furnish the Bank Account Number for payment. 

5.  INSPECTION

                The work done will be inspected by the Port officer in-charge, nominated by the concerned Heads of Departments
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6.  RIGHT

                The Port reserves the right not to award the work to the lowest bidder.   The Port reserves the right  to cancel any/all  the tender(s)  without assigning any reason.   The Port's decision in any of the matter(s) is final and binding on each other.  If the work is not carried out in satisfactory manner, the work order will be cancelled by the Port at anytime.

7.  DAMAGE

8.  ACCIDENTS

9.  INSURANCE

        The Contractor  should take insurance  coverage to the personnel who will attend the security duty.  The copy of insurance certificate  should be submitted before commencement of work.

10.  TRANSPORT 

             The transport facilities  for security personnel will not be provided by the Port. 

11.  ENTRY INTO PORT

               Admission into the Port is regulated by passes and  the contractor shall make his own arrangements to get passes to the security personnel.

12.  PENAL CHARGES

           In case non provision of security person  in any shift or part thereof,  penalty at the rate of 50% of rate per shift  shall be levied, in addition to non payment for the said period.

13. DISPUTES

             If any disputes or difference of any kind  whatsoever arises,  the decision of the Secretary shall be the final. 

14.   WORKING HOURS

16.  The Chairman, Tuticorin Port Trust reserves the right to terminate the contract with Private Security Agency at anytime without assigning any reason. 

17.     No conditional offer shall be mentioned in the price bid.
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SECTION IV  -  SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1.   The Security personnel should have below the age of 45 years with good physique and atleast minimum qualification of  X Std.(SSLC) passed.

2.   The  Security personnel should wear uniform and having with whistle and loaded torch while on duty 

3.  The Agency should be registered with appropriate authority and have a Registered Office.

4.  To enclose the Registration certificate issued by the Registering Authority. 

5.  Proof of registration with EPF, ESI,  Income Tax (PAN No.) and Service Tax authorities shall be enclosed with code number. 

6.   The contractor should issue Identity cards to the personnel and they should display the same at the time of providing service. 

7.  The Agency should have required   personnel in their roll, preferably ex-serviceman.

8.  The Agency should have ex-servicemen supervisory staff for ensuring the proper deployment of their personnel.

9  The Private Security Agency personnel should be trained personnel.

10.  The Private Security Agency shall certify in writing that his security personnel are duly trained/experienced in security service.
